Yearend Award 
Changes for 2012

In past years, to qualify for a year end award from the Northern Michigan

Paint Horse Club, an horse/exhibitor had to show at a minimum number of show

week-ends. This year, you will have some flexibility and choices in your

qualification.
If an horse/exhibitor attends every NMPHC show offered in 2012, including the

Fall Color Classic, s/he would show to a total of 30 judges Amateur and Youth and 26 Open. In 2012, the horse/exhibitor may qualify for yearend awards using their top 22 judges. If the horse/exhibitor shows to only 22 judges, then all of the judges’ points count for yearend awards. If the horse/exhibitor shows to 23 to 30 judges, then the their top 22 judges will be used to determined their yearend

placing. If a horse/exhibitor shows to less than 22 judges, s/he will not qualify

for a year end award. This is on a per class basis.

The NMPHC Board believes this will increase our member’s chances to qualify for yearend awards, and still give an edge to the horse/exhibitor that is able to show at every qualifying show (30 judges). If you are unable to attend one show, or can

attend only one day of a two day show week-end only, you will still be able

to earn a year end award.

Year end qualification is for each event. So, if you show to 22 judges in

showmanship, but only 20 judges in trail, you will qualify for an award in

showmanship, but not in trail.
As in previous years, your qualification period begins after your membership

with the NMPHC has been paid.
