NMPHC Year-End Award Qualifications
Qualifications MUST be met before current year's points will count towards year end awards

1)  All owners, amateurs and youth must be NMPHC members to receive year end awards.  Points accumulate after membership has been paid.

2)  For a horse/exhibitor to qualify for a year award, it must have shown to 22 judges.  This applies to all   

     horses, weanlings included.  If you attend every NMPHC show offered in 2012, including the Fall Color 
     Classic, s/he would show to a total of 30 judges for Amateurs and Youth and 26 for Open.  In 2012, the   

     horse/exhibitor may qualify for yearend awards using their top 22 judges.  If the horse/exhibitor shows to    

     only 22 judges, then all of the judges’ points count for yearend awards.  If the horse/exhibitor shows to 23 
     to 30 judges, then their top 22 judges will be used to determine their yearend placing. 
3)  To qualify for Jr. or Sr. High Point All-Around Horse you must qualify for year-end awards in at least 2  

     open performance classes and the respective open halter classes.

4)  To qualify for the Open All-around Yearling award you must qualify in all 3 classes, which are a 

     open yearling halter class, open yearling lunge line and open yearling in-hand trail.
5)  All qualified classes for overall divisional High Points are counted, including halter.
6)  Lead Line does NOT have to qualify for year end awards.

7)  Any stallion gelded during the show season will carry over his halter points as gelding halter points for 
     year end awards.

8)  FALL COLOR CLASSIC (MSU) does count towards year end qualifications.

9)  Halter Grand and Reserve points will be awarded based on the class with the largest number of exhibitors 
      in their division, plus one (1) additional point for reserve and two (2) additional points for Grand.

      Grand would be awarded 5 points plus 2 additional points, for a total of 7 points.

      Reserve would be awarded 5 points plus 1 additional point, for a total of 6 points.

10) Points will be awarded to an exhibitor corresponding to their placement in a class depending on the  

      number of entries in the class, up to 7 points. If there are less than (7) seven horses in the class, points will be awarded on the total number in the class.
